Report from Classis East: Classis East met Wednesday through Friday, and plans to meet again.
May 28. With great joy approval was given for 26 families and one individual to organize a new
congregation, which will be called Providence PRC. The consistory of Faith PRC will serve as the
committee of classis to organize this new congregation. While classis has yet to treat four protests of its
decisions made at its last meeting, it did treat one lengthy and serious protest, not sustaining the
protestant. An appeal of an individual against the individual's consistory was not treated because it was
judged to be not finished in the minor assembly (between the individual and the consistory). Finally,
during this morning's service an announcement will be made of another decision of classis.
